(filled with barium sulphate) wrapped with a white
polyester yarn.

7 Handling and Storage

Safe handling advice 
Pallets
Micropake yarn is supplied on cones packed in
palletised boxes, total weight typically 100 kg or 250
kg. Pallets should be handled with care using suitable
equipment e.g. forklift truck and trained drivers. Pallets
should be opened with care as the straps are under
tension and will spring open when cut. Personnel
should wear suitable protective clothing, including
eye protection (goggles or face shield) and
industrial gloves.

Storage
Badly stacked pallets can fall causing serious injury.
Maximum stacking height is two pallets. Floors should
be level and firm. Pedestrians should be kept clear
during stacking and de-stacking. Persons should not
climb on stacks. Unauthorised persons should be kept
clear of stacks. Do not stack against walls. Do not
stack in single rows. Do not hoist or move by means
of pallet straps.
